They will bring propo-
sals to the slow down table to decompress 
and digest all the information while crafting 
poems on di� erent materials hands on. There 
will be noise cancelling headphones and cozy 
pillows on a carpet for those in need of low 
stimuli space.

TYD is the platform for all things regarding 
Dutch Sign Language and deaf (culture). 
Together with experts from the deaf com-
munity and qualifi ed teachers, TYD wants to 

introduce people to Dutch Sign Language and 
deaf culture. They have a stand, with programs 
focusing on poetry in sign language, where you 
can get acquainted with their platform. In this 
way, TYD wants to ensure that the knowledge 
and experience of the deaf community is not lost.

The programming in the foyer of 
LantarenVenster is freely accessible and can 
also be visited without a festival ticket.

Wheelchair accessibility
LantarenVenster is fully wheelchair accessible. 
All festival rooms are accessible for visitors with 
a wheelchair. The entrance for room 1 is located 
on the ground fl oor, the elevator to reach room 
5 and 6 is located in the corridor (on the water 
side) behind the wheelchair-friendly toilet.
Verhalenhuis Belvédère is also accessible for 
people who use a wheelchair or walker. The 
building has a lift and adapted toilet, equipped
with supports and adapted sink.
In the rooms, three places are always reserved 
for wheelchairs. These places are located at the 
front of the room on the fi rst row.

Visually impaired audience
We are happy to o� er visually impaired people the op-

portunity to sit at the front. Are you bringing a guide or 
guide dog for the blind? This is allowed at all locations. 
To make your visit as pleasant as possible, it is best to 
share your request at the info stand.

Deaf and hard of hearing 
We make the entire Sunday of the festival for and 
with deaf and hard of hearing audience. We work 
closely with deaf and hard of hearing advisors and 
programmers. On Sunday, you will see perfor-
mances by the best deaf poets in the world, a sign 
language interpreter is present at every program.

Toilets
This year, we are spicing up every corner of the 
festival. As you take a moment’s respite in our 
restrooms, you’ll fi nd yourself in the company of 
poets from past editions of Poetry International 
Festival. Don’t worry, they won’t intrude your 
privacy. They’re preoccupied, immersed in their 
verses with their eyes cast down on their pages. 
So, carry on in peace: do your thing, while the 
poets do theirs (and vice versa).

Visitor survey
